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2271 – Post Secondary Enrollment Option  (PSEO) Program


Any student who intends to pursue dual enrollment must complete the instructions in the next pages, sign and return this packet to the High School counseling office no later than one week prior to start of the college semester in order to participate in the dual enrollment program.


1. _____ 

 The Postsecondary Enrollment Options Act (PSEO) provides for partial payment from a school district's state aid foundation grant for enrollment of certain high school students in postsecondary courses of education.  The bill establishes eligibility criteria for students, institutions, and courses; requires eligible charges (tuition, mandatory course or material fees, and registration fees) to be billed to a school district; establishes enrollment and credit requirements; requires school districts to provide counseling and information to eligible students and their parents; and requires intermediate school districts to report to the Department of Education.

2. _____ 

 Students in grades 9 through 12 must achieve a minimum qualifying score on state/national assessments.  See attached table 1 chart. 

1) A student who meets all of the minimum qualifying scores of any of the assessments may dual enroll in any course that applies towards the fulfillment of a postsecondary institution’s degree requirements EXCEPT for: 
· Hobby, craft or recreational courses

· Physical education, theology, divinity, or religious education
2) A student who does not meet all of the passing scores may ONLY dual enroll in 

· The subject areas for which he/she has achieved a qualifying score; 

· A course in computer science or foreign language not offered by the school district; or 

· A course in fine arts as permitted by the school district
3. _____ 

 The school districts are required to pay students' tuition and mandatory course fees, materials fees, registration fees, required books and any late fees charged by the postsecondary institution.  Eligible charges do not include, transportation, parking costs or activity fees.  However, the total amount of tuition and fee support shall not exceed the following:

The sum of the state-wide pupil-weighted average foundation allowance adjusted for the proportion of the school year that the student attends the postsecondary institution not to exceed the total amount of tuition and fees for the course(s).   
I will be responsible for all financial obligations to the institution that result from the withdrawal of a course if I choose at a later date to not participate in a course for which I had been enrolled.  
4. ______
Limitations regarding which courses a student may take at a postsecondary institution:  The language stipulates that a course which qualifies for tuition support must be a course that is not offered by the school district, or that is offered but is not available to the student because of a scheduling conflict, as determined by the board of the school district; an academic course as opposed to an "activity course", a course that is not a hobby, craft or recreational course; a course that is not in the areas of physical education, theology, divinity or religious education; and a course that the postsecondary institution normally applies toward satisfaction of degree requirements. Students must complete all high school courses in the content area prior to applying for dual enrollment.

5. _____ 

 The student decides what type of credit they will receive for postsecondary enrollment.  The language states that, at the time an eligible student enrolls in a postsecondary course, he or she will designate whether the course is for high school or postsecondary credit, or both, and shall notify the high school by completing the graduation credit form and the postsecondary institution of his or her decision prior to enrolling in class.  Students taking more than one postsecondary course may make different credit designations for different courses.

6. _____ 

 If choosing the high school credit option, high school credits granted to a student under this act shall be counted toward the graduation and subject area requirements of the school district. Appropriate high school credits will be awarded for the successful completion of one semester of a 3 or more credit class. The grade will be factored into the high school cumulative GPA.
7. _____ 

 If a student chooses to enroll in a one semester college course, the student will be scheduled into the appropriate semester of the year for the dual enrollment course. During the time in the other semester that the college course is not in session, the student must be attending a full high school schedule. An academic exception may need to be completed to address the graduation credits for the student.
8. _____ 

 As a dually enrolled student I have academic and social responsibilities which include, but are not limited to, the following:

· I must attend class at the designated institution and provide my own round trip transportation. 

· I am expected to complete all assigned work.

· I will adhere to attendance and assignment expectations and deadlines according to the individual instructor.

· I will not place myself in any endangering situation.  As a high school student I understand that I will be attending courses with students who are older than I am.  My parents and I have discussed their expectations for my social behavior in a postsecondary setting.

· I will provide my high school with official transcripts of college coursework by January 15 for Fall term and May 15 for Winter term. Colleges may allow students to sign a release before enrolling in classes so that the transcripts are automatically sent to the high school. It is the student’s responsibility to initiate and complete this process.
9. _____ 

 Any student planning to participate in college athletics should be aware of NCAA guidelines. NCAA core classes must be recorded on the student’s high school transcript and calculated into the cumulative grade point average. 

10. _____ 

 It is the student/parent responsibility to contact the university to which they plan to attend to see that the dual enrollment credits articulate with the program.

11. _____ 

 I understand that if my student fails or fails to finish the course, he/she may be responsible for re-payment of the costs to the high school or face other sanctions.
12. _____ 

 I understand that I must have my own transportation unless in a College on Campus program.
